Outcomes and output groups

Outcome 1 — Serving the interest of the Australian community by ensuring families and children in need can access high quality services.

Explanation of variations

A net saving in appropriation, for 2000-2001, of $2.130m has been achieved from the following: 

· a decrease in appropriation as a result of a reduction in depreciation expenses of $2.500m;

· an increase in appropriation as a result of increased suppliers and employees expenses of $0.315m following the latest Wage Cost Indice change;

· an increase in appropriation as a result of a reduction in the forecasted interest earnings under agency banking offset arrangements of  $0.068; and

· a decrease in appropriation as a result of a revised Comcover premium assessment for 


2000-2001 of  $0.013m.
